CWC Strategy 3.2: Start-Up Institute and Associate of Applied Science in Entrepreneurship Course Syllabi

Course Syllabi:  

The Start-Up Institute program is designed to provide students with the core skills in several critical areas necessary for supervisory and management level positions, both in an accelerated delivery model and in the traditional semester schedule employed by the Associate of Applied Science in Entrepreneurship degree.  However, not all students need to acquire the full degree in order to qualify for higher positions within their companies.  

Presented in the following documentation are the syllabi for all courses in the traditional and accelerated programs.  There is no distinction within the syllabi for which delivery model the class syllabus applies to, as all courses within the program exist across multiple models.

Delivery Environment:

Central Wyoming College (CWC) has its campus in Riverton, Wyoming, and an outreach center in Jackson Hole, Wyoming; both locations serve as the delivery environment for the accelerated Start-Up Institute model.  CWC’s role in the community is to serve the population of Fremont and Teton counties, as well as the Native American population of the Wind River Reservation.  While the community of Jackson Hole is affluent, current businesses have growth potential through diversification of products and services, and there is room for new businesses to establish themselves.  Conversely, Riverton and the nearby Wind River Reservation have a more limited economy; there is a demand for new businesses and industries to establish themselves within the community.

Timeframe for Development:

Final testing and modification of the program will be complete in March 2015, with the remaining time used to evaluate the efficacy of the model through data analysis and reporting.
