6. Fire Extinguishers obstructed




7. No eye-was facility in battery changing area – battery acid being used




8. Eye protection required – those being used do not meet ANSI requirements




9. Forklift operator giving a ride to two personnel on a standard pallet mounted on the forks




10. The face velocity on a dry filter spray booth was less than 50 linear feet per minute.


11. Containers used to transfer flammable liquids were not bonded to the dispensing drum



12. Employee was exposed to 300 ppm TWA of methyl alcohol




13. Stairway has six risers and no handrail




14. Fixed ladder 30 feet high with no cage




15. Open sided work platform (less than 4 ft high) adjacent to dangerous equipment, not guarded with standard railing and toe board




16. Hand-held circular saw being used with no lower blade guard






17. Material safety data sheets for each hazardous chemical not readily accessible to employees during each work shift




18. Radial arm saw has lower portion of blade unguarded




19. Bench mounted grinder has inch space between wheel and work rest




20. No guarding provided to protect employees from flying chips of metal turning lathe.


21. Distance between wheel periphery and adjustable tongue on bench mounted grinder was 3/8 inch.

22. An LPG lift truck has a small fuel leak.

23. What entryway sign is require for entrance to an Asbestos Containing Material area (ACM) where respirators and protective clothing is required?



24. According to OSHA can a list of customers be considered “trade secret” information?



25. If your company normally has three employees during the year but twice during the year has 19 for only one week and you are not exempt for any other reason are you required to maintain a OSHA 300 log?



26. Are you required to use more than one wheel chock to keep the truck from rolling during forklift operations?
