ADVERTISING AVENUES:
Houck Transit Advertising (in conjunction with Topeka Metro Transit Authority): we purchased 8 super queens which are outside coverings/vinyls for Topeka Metro buses; the super queen size is approximately one-half of a bus length. These are moving billboards for our health care programs and are especially visable in lower-economic areas of our community. In addition, our contract included free signage inside the buses as a bonus. This gives local bus riders another opportunity to learn about the opportunities that Washburn Tech provides.
Lamar Advertising: we purchased nine billboards in lower-economic areas of town and the county. Not only did we reach our target audience, but also agreed to a reduced rate since these boards are not as attractive to advertisers as boards in the more affluent parts of town. In addition, because these boards are not rented as often, we keep our artwork on display until a new contract/client books the board. Simply stated, we will benefit from several additional months of billboard advertising at no cost while reaching our target demographics.
Alpha Media/94.5 Country, Country Legends 106.9, AM 580 WIBW: we took advantage of a special radio offer called Alpha Media's 12 Days of Christmas. Our health care ads ran during the month of December, a good time for holiday travel and car time.
Cumulus Broadcasting: purchased a special offer called 1 Day Sale. Our 30-second radio spots aired on two stations; KMAJ-FM which is heavy on female listeners and KTOP-FM which features today's country. Spots are running every week in December, January, February and March, on a rotating basis between KMAJ and KTOP (one week on KMAJ, the next on KTOP). In addition, streaming ads are part of the package. Between streaming and on-air radio, our ads will air 60 times per week.
CJOnline: purchasing digital advertising that will include banner ads, digital retargeting and paid Google ads. Mobile will be a major focus. We will be geofencing the Topeka Workforce Center, Topeka and Shawnee County Public Library and other entities to better reach our target audiences.
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
