Environmental Technology
Clean water is essential for everyday life.  Environmental technicians and water treatment plant and system operators treat water so that it is safe to drink as well as remove harmful pollutants from domestic and industrial liquid waste so that it is safe to return to the earth. Industrial facilities that send their wastes to municipal treatment plants must meet certain minimum standards to ensure that the wastes have been adequately pretreated and will not damage municipal treatment facilities.  Plant operators must be familiar with the guidelines established by Federal regulations and show they affect their plant. In addition, operators must be aware of any guidelines imposed by the State or locality in which the plant operates.    Employment is concentrated in local government and private water, sewage, and other systems utilities.

After finishing a program of study as part of the graduation procedures, students take the Work keys testing. There is no charge for this testing.
