Sign in and navigate to DGD 101 01-Intro to Photgraphy from the My Courses link on the sidebar. Homework will always appear under the Coursework tab. It will be our main resource for distributing assignments and documents. You are responsible for keeping up with the class. Articles and texts may be posted on this site as supplemental reading.
SOFTWARE AND FILE STORAGE:
We will be using the Adobe Create Suite. You must open a Dropbox account and create a folder named “DGD101.01.Lastname.Firstname” (for example, DGD101.01.Doe.John) and send me a folder share invitation. Make sure you download the Dropbox desktop application if you are using your own laptop in class. You will submit all homework to this folder.
You will also need a storage device to hold and back up your projects and homework. Microsoft’s SkyDrive (at skydrive.com) and Google Drive (drive.google.com) provide cloud storage options to back up your work. Both are free and have desktop applications. If there is a problem with your Dropbox account through the semester you may bring in your homework files on a backup drive or your online backup.
CLASSROOM/LABORATORY POLICY:
Students are expected to conduct themselves in a respectful, courteous, and civil manner in the learning environment. Disruptive behavior will be subject to dismissal from the lab for the remainder of the day. All students will be held accountable to Eastern Maine Community College’s Student Code of Conduct.

You get one homework “pass.” With your first assignment not turned in on time you can email me your “pass” (which I will keep on record) and you will lose one point per day within until your assignment is in. After that pass, any late work will lose TEN points per day. It is your responsibility to turn your work in on time in the proper place.
TARDINESS:
Students arriving late more than once will begin accruing absence markings. When a student is late, it is expected the student will take their place as quietly as possible without causing any disruptions.  It is further expected the student will gather any notes or information from classmates or the instructor, when appropriate, without disrupting the class that is already in session. Consideration will be given to tardiness if it affects a deadline (as long as the instructor has been notified). 

ATTENDANCE & PARTICIPATION POLICY:
It is expected all students will attend all scheduled classes. Attendance is very important to this class as I give demos and practice work to help you understand the material and you will need to give and receive feedback from your classmates about your work (in critiques) just as you would in a design office. You must be present to participate, and participation counts as 15% of your grade (therefore when you are not present you will not receive participation points).
You are expected to communicate via email when you will not be in class. Please do not give reasons for why, just let me know you won’t be making it; this is considered an excused absence. After three excused absences, all following absences will be unexcused. More than one unexcused absence may cause a drop in grade. Four unexcused absences will then result in you being dropped from the class. Similarly, if you are tardy to class multiple times, your tardies will begin to accrue and turn into absences. If you are absent or tardy it is your responsibility to catch up on what you missed (ask classmates for notes, etc.).
The assignments, power points, and any handouts or practice files will be uploaded to MyEMCC every week to individual folders. If you miss class, check there for work/assignments before asking the instructor what you need to do. Keep this with you so you don’t need to ask where to find that info (the syllabus is also uploaded to MyEMCC if you lose it!
Ask questions and listen to answers to other people’s questions (chances are I might answer your question when someone else asks the same thing first; which means you may be directed to them if you ask me their question again).
