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Upon completion of the program the student will be able to:

1. Prepare, administer and document the administration of medications given by oral, rectal, vaginal, otic, ophthalmic, nasal, topical, and pulmonary routes.

2. Observe, evaluate, report and record response of residents to medications given.

3. Identify responsibilities associated with control and storage of medications.

4. Identify and utilize appropriate reference materials.

5. Relate side effects, interactions and nursing implications of common medications.

6. Identify lines of authority and areas of responsibility.

7. Identify what constitutes a medication error.

8. Apply appropriate infection control measures.
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
